"January 18" was a quite interesting documentary novel based on diaries and memoirs about the eventsin
Ostrobothniain thefall of 1917 and January 1918, when the local men organised the first war schools and
also disarmed the Russian troops who were stationed there. Because this was a novel based on real events,
there were also familiar names from the later history, for example the future Foreign Minister before the
Winter War, who was a so the CEO of a major media company, and the future CEO of a major publishing
house, but in 1918 they were just studentsin their early 20's, leading a group of peasants against the Russian
soldiers. It was also interesting how involved the women were, they had even had made "hiking costumes’
for the wives and other women, so in case of the war the women could follow the men into the war and act as
nurses and cooks etc. behind the front. (Later they would be known as the Lotta Svard organisation.)

One of the main problems the Finns faced was the shortage of weapons but luckily they were able to get
some, for examply by sawing a hole to the wall of a school shed where there Russian troops were storing
their weapons and stealing them. The teacher of the school was of coursein onit, too. It is aso interesting
how accurately the narrator had been able to estimate how long the war, which had not even properly started
yet, was going to last: three months (it lasted about 3.5 months). Because after three months it was the
sowing time and if the men were not working on their farms by then, there wouldn't be a harvest in the fall
and people would starve to death, even if they had won the war...

I don't think one can read this book as a novel, really, becauseit is so obviously based on real events and
thereisvery little "padding", but it is still interesting to read about how everything started in Ostrobothnia.
