It's tough to tell acomplete story in 111 pages. Ms. Lyons amost manages to squeeze anovel into this
timeframe. Almost. Subplots— subtleties of all types, for that matter — get short shrift. Characterization,
surprisingly, may be abbreviated but is not ignored. Unfortunately, some mystery still remains at the end of
the book — | found this frustrating as heck. (I'd describe, but there is no way to do that without putting some
major spoilersinto thisreview.)
