If I'd initialy thought
Pru had anoble, but ultimately misguided intention of repaying everything that her parents had done, that
impression quickly degenerated into disgust when she chooses not to heed her friend’ swarning (aswell as
her own instinct) to be honest with Finn, finding every opportunity to shirk that particular responsibility.
