Simone is a well-known pro-sub in the 8th circle. She’s the one who Søren used to call when Nora was not
around to release his sadistic needs, but now that Mister S and Mistress Nora are living far away from NYC,
she now more focused on her other profession as a photographer. Her current job is a calendar to raise
money good cause and her next model is a famous cowboy in a small town in Kentucky. She expected to
arrive, take her pictures and leave, but what happened was completely unexpected. Starting with Jason, he is
not what she expected at all.

Jason has been THE good guy all his life. A good son, brother, bull rider— so good he has a room full of
trophies —and now that he’s retired, he moved away from home to Kentucky to train horses, he is the good
cowboy in town. He has a quiet life in his farm and he’s content with it. But he has fantasies, dark fantasies
that go against everything he was thought by his conservative family, so he thinks every single one of his
fantasies are wrong and sadly he beats himself so much about this. So when he goes to the photoshoot and
finds the vivacious, candid, refreshing, and lovely Simone, with her pink hair, her tattoos, and her open
mind, Jason is struck by a real world he has always thought were not real— and only reenacted in kinky
porn.

Considering it’s an erotic romance set in the Original Sinners world, I
thought it’d be dirtier lol! It was very light, sweet and low on actual kink.

Both characters were cute and very likable. I like the dynamic of their relationship but I wanted them to play
and explore more - which would help add the kink factor. The conflict was also easily resolved and I wanted
to know more about how their relationship affected the people around them. I felt like it wasn’t enough to
fully resolve the issue.

For the first time in a long time, and even with a camera on him, he was doing exactly what
he wanted to be doing. No guilt. No shame. And nobody’s goddamn business but his and
Simone’s.

Being her gregarious and sweet self, Simone
makes an impression on the man posing in front of her lens. Comfortable with her kinky lifestyle, she is open
with her choices making her endearing and relatable.

“I think I could go crazy about you pretty fast, but I’m not going to get involved with a guy
who treats women like they’ll break if so much as breathe on them.”

Jason Waters is a former champion bull rider who now manages his horse training business in Kentucky.
Raised to be a gentleman, Jason struggles with balancing his conservative values with his fantasies.
However, when Jason meets Simone he quickly realizes that it may be the opportunity he’s been waiting for.

“I need to believe I’m a good man,” he said. “I don’t know if I can be that or do that and also
be a good man.”

Feeling a connection, Simone offers to “play” with Jason in hopes of helping him act out his deeply hidden
desires. What transpires between these two is unexpected as Jason gives himself permission to dominate as
he wishes. With Simone being a seasoned submissive, she is familiar with emotional boundaries but Jason’s
playfulness and sweet side has her contemplating much more. As he opens up more, they find a rhythm in
their dynamic.

“Red, wet, and throbbing,” he said into her ear. “That’s how I want your pussy.”

Knowing details about Simone from previous Original Sinners books, I was envisioning her to be with an
intense dominant partner, however with Jason, she finds more of a playful balance since Jason is very
inexperienced. For me, because of the need to obey and Jason’s enjoyment from inflicting punishment, the
dynamic between them felt like DD/lg.

Due to Jason’s conservative upbringing, his transition from trying kink to accepting it as an indelible part of
his being is integral to his character. While Simone couldn’t have been a better partner to pop Jason’s Dom
cherry, I wanted to delve a bit more into the conflict with his family and his acceptance. I was certainly glad
when Simone set the record straight showing she isn’t a pushover.



Ultimately, Picture Perfect Cowboy  is a book that will make many smile as the narration is infused with
humor, sexiness and a touch of kink. For those who have not read the Original Sinners series, this book can
be read as a standalone but it would be more enjoyable to those familiar with the subtleties of the series.

Jason and Simone came across as very immature. At 28-29 years of age, you would think a bloke had grown
out of leading his life according to Mummy and Daddy's plans. I also felt like Jason's kink was too attached
to his past. He should have addressed his issues before starting any Master/Submissive relationship. He was
a little too unsure to be a Master and I think I prefer it when they lead.

World champion bull-rider Jason Waters gets roped into posing buck naked for a charity calendar photo
shoot. Simone Levine is the lucky lady who gets to snap the shots of his world-renowned derriere. Jason is
quiet and country. Simone is bubbly and pure city. One would think the two of them have absolutely nothing
in common. As Simone tries to ease his nerves with conversation, it's quickly revealed they have more in
common than once thought. In addition to her photography, Simone works at a kink club, and Jason just so
happens to have a kink he has been eager but very hesitant to explore. If anyone is gentle enough to help
Jason accept and process his deeply hidden side, it's her. It's a match made in kink heaven.

Picture Perfect Cowboy features elements of western romance and erotica. It has wit, humor, tons of
sweetness, complicated emotions, gorgeous settings, and even a bit of education. The reader gets to learn
right along with Jason as he explores a world he has only dreamed of. As some readers may be able to relate,
Jason struggles with a strong sense of guilt and shame that stems from a conservative and punitive
upbringing. Watching him process this internally with such a patient and supportive partner was lovely, and
it showed how beautiful and therapeutic consensual kink can be. Picture Perfect Cowboy references and
features characters that fans of Tiffany Reisz's Original Sinners series will be well-familiar with. However,
this full-length novel serves as a successful standalone for Reisz newbies as well. It's followed by a bonus
short-story: "Flogging 101 with Professor S" which again features this couple (and encompassed 8% of the
ARC edition via Kindle). It's a two-for-one!!! ...and it's a winner!

Note: There’s an added bonus in the short-story so be sure to read it! You’ll learn how to correctly
pronounce Søren’s name if you didn't already know. I can’t remember if this tidbit is in any of her other
books but it felt new to me.

Picture Perfect Cowboy is book ten in The Original Sinners series by Tiffany Reisz. First, I want to say that
for myself, I read books to take myself to places I haven’t gone, to experience things through someone else’s
eyes that I know I won’t experience. So, even though I can’t relate to the life style these two enjoy, I thought
this book was so darn hot it’s a miracle my e-reader didn’t combust. It was well written and I loved both of
the main characters. How could I not? One sexy cowboy and one sweet photographer. These two made for
one hot read.

Jason Waters was a champion bull rider. He won about every trophy and award there was to win. Until a
serious injury made him re-evaluate things and he decided to retire. Now he lives in Kentucky and owns a
horse training ranch. Jason is twenty nine years old and was raised by ultra conservative parents. His father
ruled with a strong hand, literally. It was pounded into him to always respect others, especially women. That
a man NEVER raises his hand to a woman. His older sister was also raised the same way but with words
instead of physical reinforcements.

Jason has never been able to get interested in any particular woman. The reason is because Jason has a dark
secret. The fantasies that live in his head are things that he is sure are wrong. He dreams of being dominant
over a woman, of her bowing to his every sexual need, of doing things to her that he is sure are wrong. That
is, until he met Simone.

Simone Levine is a photographer primarily, but is also a professional submissive. Jason has volunteered to
pose for a calendar for charity and when Simone is photographing him, she tells him of her other profession.
Jason has never met this woman before, but he is strangely comfortable with her. Can he finally tell someone
his secret? Someone that might be able to understand? Someone that might be able to help him understand
his own feelings?

Simone can’t deny that she is attracted to Jason. But more than that, she can see how troubled he is with his
own thoughts and feelings. She volunteers to go home with him and help him. As she lowers Jason’s
inhibitions and allows him to finally experience all the things he has only ever fantasized about, she also
finds herself falling for him.

After experiencing something beyond his wildest expectations, he convinces Simone to stay a few days
longer.
