When my author friends have new books coming out, | love to support them by inviting them to guest post
on my blog and to do interviews. When | learned that Tish Thawer’s novel, Scent of a White Rose, was
being released, | wanted to do more than just invite her to make my blog a stop on her tour — | desired the
pleasure of being able to drift away into her unique paranormal world with an ARC copy of my own to
escape into! So, with my boys at school and hubby at work, (my afternoon free from distraction), | pulled out
my new fleece blanket, favorite fuzzy socks, and a cup of gingerbread coffee and curled up by the fire with
my Kindle Fire. Within moments of the very first chapter, | was swept into Thawer’s paranormal romance
that was filled with suspense and bits of mystery, creepy antagonists and sexy vampires — all much to my
liking!

This book had all of the elements | enjoy in ayoung adult paranormal romance.

1) The characters are multidimensional and interesting. Although there were times | wanted to chastise Rose
for having the language of atruck driver or smack her Dad for being blind and controlling — the flaws
Thawer crafted in her characters make them realistic and believable. She didn’t take a cookie cutter approach
which was refreshing. For example — there were times | thought Rose was too immature for 20, but then,
taking into consideration how much she and her father had been through — it made sense.

2) Excellent Pacing. This author has mastered her narrative drive which | personally appreciate. Her writing
is crigp and to the point — there are no pages of nonstop scenery slowing down the action!

3) Steamy Romance. | loved the relationship between these two lovers. It wasn’t co-dependent and creepy,
but they really had deep emotions for each other. How that will be resolved in the future books shall be
interesting.

5) Just the right length. We' ve all read books that have either ended too abruptly or went on and on long after
the plot was dead.

Scent of a White Rose begins and ends with Rose Reynolds.

The novel opens with a brief world-building, refreshingly embracing a show-don’t-tell premise. The young
but advanced college student is still dealing with well-expressed grief over the murder of her mother,
Loraine. Despite the time elapsed since the tragic loss, her widower father, Jeremy, istrying to balance
instituting extensive freedom-restrictions and avoiding emational oppression. The death having severely
aggravating Jeremy’ s naturally over-protective ways, Rose struggles beneath his insane behaviors of
curfews, unwanted rides, and frequently calling her friend and her parentsto locate her. Asavictim of
insufferable paranoia, the reader cannot help but pity Rose and admire afaint presence of goodness. The
sweetness is often mistaken for the purity of awhite rose that some can’t see beyond. But Rose isfierce, and
she’s strong beyond the abandonment and grief of her mother’ s tragic end. Rose is funny and quirky, but also
passionate. An intelligent history major, she has arefreshing ability to see things (such as blinding mystery
or the possibilities for vampire existence) from arational, scholarly perspective —while also maintaining
realistic emotions and a sense to trust her instincts. And when the latter leaders her wrong (such as trusting
the undependable), although she's capable she doesn’t want to deal with something, she doesn’t make
excuses for her mistakes. She’s blunt and prefers honesty (often incensed by having to keep her mind blank
around Christian or having to skew truths to humor her unreasonable father). She's not weak or elusive - she
embraces her sexuality and evaluates her relationship with swoon-worthy-bouncer-vampire-boyfriend
Christian, but still emanates an age-appropriate, youthful behavior that will strongly appeal to YA readers.

The author has a distinct, memorable voice that is beautifully echoed through each character. In spite of
multiple points of view (including Christian, Rose, Jeremy, etc.), each character is unique and contributes to
afantastically crafted, well-rounded story. The dynamic allows room for maddening speculation as to the
villain’sidentity and role, contemplating whether it be a various range of suspects. While growing to trust
the author’ s voice, the reader cannot decide which character to trust.

With every simple, amusing, and mysterious chapter title acting as a fantastic harbinger, even minute details
contribute to the brilliant little mystery woven perfectly into thislove story. Even the main character can



surprise you, and brilliantly done at that. When believable ignorance can be a complete mask, the reader is
merely left to hypothesize until the piece has been hungrily devoured.

This unique take on vampire lore will stand out amongst other books of its genre. The introduction of new
concepts (such as biology, “drifting”, and clan-structure) is both much-needed and worthy of dramatic
applause. Paired with aroyally “OMG” ending and the exciting promise of a series, the thirst of YA readers
called, and Scent of a White Rose answered. Sexy, fast-paced, enthralling, and clever —there is no excuse not
to adore this book.

My Initial Reaction...

Scent of a White Rose got off to arough start for me, with quite afew eye-rolling moments, but redeemed
itself big time in the second half. | still have some things that seem a bit ridiculous to me, but overall, | really
enjoyed this different take on vampires.

TheNarration...

Stephanie Bentley did a good job narrating Scent of a White Rose. The voices were distinct and had
personality. | wasn't blown away, but it was a solid performance. The one thing that bothered me was the
way she said the names of characters when the point of view changed. It was super airy, like she wastrying
to sound very sensual, but instead it made me laugh almost every single time.

The Characters...

Roseisaredly immature, naive 20 year old. And that got on my nerves abit. At one point | thought she was
also incredibly stupid, but thankfully | was wrong on that count. Her mother was killed just 6 months before
the start of Scent of a White Rose and her father is being understandably protective. Sure, he's going a bit
overboard, but Rose's reaction to his protectiveness felt very immature. | think this threw me off because |
went into this expecting an adult read, but really got ayoung adult one, complete with teenage angst.

The other element that felt really immature to me was her relationship with her boyfriend, Christian. These
two are talking about loving each other, but every time they're together it's just "let's makeout." Don't get me
wrong, I'm all for some sexy goodness, but that's lust. Y'all don't talk enough to be in love!

The Story...

Wheat | really really liked about Scent of a White Rose was the unique take on vampires. We get a pretty neat
origin story agood waysin that | enjoyed and they are very different from your typical vampires - but still
recognizable as vampires (they drink blood, don't go out during the day, etc). | particularly liked two things
the most - (1) only one vampirein aline has the ability to sire (i.e., create) new vampires at atime and once



they lose that ability it takestime for anew siretorise. (2) Vampires drift between light and dark --- intense
emotions can trigger the drifting, which is manifested in a change in appearance to darker features --- but
true darkness manifests in the way they treat their prey and is policed.

The vampire mythology really pulled the story along for me, because the actual plot for Scent of a White
Rose was FAIRLY predictable. | say fairly because there were a couple of twiststhat | didn't see coming
from the get-go, but once certain plot elements happened, | ended up seeing them before the characters did
too. | had one frustration - there's lots of points of view in Scent of a White Rose, which is fine in general, but
sometimes the timeline was al over the place. Y ou'd be with one character tonight, the other character
tomorrow morning, back to another character still tonight, and then it's morning again, back and forth. That
wasirritating and alittle hard to keep track of at times (especially since it happened most towards the end
when everything was really happening).
