first two pages, and that was the repeat of the author telling the reader that Somerset had been working for

twenty three years. Thiswas repeated THREE unnecessary times and then changed to twenty five years by
page 147.

Reading this, | was hoping for alittle more insight into the ending and also something that | felt was never
properly wrapped up in the film. Did Victor (Sloth victim) survive? | found that because | knew the ending
from the film, that the book felt like there were not enough pages for it to finish, and wrap everything up.
